We have had another smooth start to the school year! The PTA has hit the ground running with a
successful Ice Cream Social, where more than 900 parents, students and teachers attended.

Our ISAT scores are in from last spring and we have much to celebrate. As a school, 95% of our stu-
dents met or exceeded standards in Reading and 97% met or exceeded in Mathematics. Our scores
continue to be some of the highest in the district! More detailed information regarding our ISAT
scores can be found on the Interactive Illinois Report Card Website: http://iirc.niu.edu The 2009
scores are not updated on that website yet, but should be in the near future.

Our Professional Development Wednesday has provided school-wide professional development oppor-
tunities for our teachers on a weekly basis. The later start on Wednesday provides teachers with
time to collaboratively review and better examine student performance, instructional methods, and
curricular initiatives 8 each of which is proven to translate to higher student achievement. This com-
mon professional learning time allows teachers to monitor student progress more frequently and col-
laborate to determine the best instructional methods for our students. The later start also allows
the district to establish school-wide training each week that emphasizes a greater amount of continu-
ity and focus on student learning. This school-wide focus will be linked directly to each school's im-
provement plan d which means that over time the results will be tangible and measurable.

We are assisting elementary parents who might not have flexibility in their Wednesday morning
schedules. Elementary school parents unable to make the 10 minute adjustment on Wednesdays will
be permitted to drop off their students at the same time as other school days, and supervision will be
provided for those additional 10 minutes. Students who arrive at 8:50 will participate in a study hall
and will need to either bring a book or homework to work on quietly during this time. If you feel that
your child will need to be dropped off at school at 8:50 on Wednesdays due to a scheduling hardship,
please contact jon_vogel@ipsd.org with specific student details so that we can plan accordingly.

Disability is defined by the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 as "a physical or mental
impairment that substantially limits one or more major life activities."

Why should we as an Elementary School Community care about Disability Awareness Month?
The fact that we are a caring school community is perhaps the best reason. Another is that
each of us, by virtue of living ina community, i s affected in some wa
ability.

Within our school, there are students living and learning with Asthma, Diabetes, Down Syn-
drome, Epilepsy, Dyslexia, Autism, Food Allergies and Speech Disorders, o name just a few.
These kiddos are like everyone else in their class in most ways. They want to do well. They
want to make and keep friends. They like to laugh and goof off. And like most other kids,
they probably do not want people to always focus on what is different about them.

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Myths and Facts About People with Disabilities

*+  Myth 1: People with disabilities are brave and courageous.
Fact: Adjusting to a disability requires adapting to a lifestyle, not bravery and courage.

*  Myth 2: Wheelchair use is confining; people who use wheelchairs are "wheelchair-
bound."
Fact: A wheelchair, like a bicycle or an automobile, is a personal assistive device that
enables someone to get around.

+  Myth 3: All persons with hearing disabilities can read lips.
Fact: Lip-reading skills vary among people who use them and are never entirely reliable.

*+ Myth 4: People with disabilities are more comfortable with "their own kind."
Fact: In the past, grouping people with disabilities in separate schools and institutions
reinforced this misconception. Today, many people with disabilities take advantage of
new opportunities to join mainstream society.

* Myth 5: Non-disabled people are obligated to "take care of" people with disabilities.
Fact: Anyone may offer assistance, but most people with disabilities prefer to be re-
sponsible for themselves.

*+  Myth 6: Curious children should never ask people about their disabilities.
Fact: Many children have a natural, uninhibited curiosity and may ask questions that
some adults consider embarrassing. But scolding curious children may make them think
having a disability is "wrong" or "bad." Most people with disabilities won't mind answer-
ing a child's question.

*  Myth 7: The lives of people with disabilities are totally different than the lives of peo-
ple without disabilities.
Fact: People with disabilities go to school, get married, work, have families, do laundry,
grocery shop, laugh, cry, pay taxes, get angry, have prejudices, vote, plan and dream like
everyone else.

*+ Myth 8: People with disabilities always need help.
Fact: Many people with disabilities are independent and capable of giving help. If you
would like to help someone with a disability, ask if he or she needs it before you act.

Rebecca Caudill is a state-wide program in
which children in grades 4 through 8 choose
their favorite book from a list of 20 nomi-
nated books. The purposes of this award are

A committee of teachers and li-
brarians develops the list of nominations for
the year.

Eagle will be given book talks and may vote
for their favorite in late February if they
have read or heard at least three of the
twenty nominated titles.

March.
