As we begin another school year at White Ea-

gle Elementary, the Art Awareness program 

needs volunteers. Over the years the PTA has 

purchased prints hung throughout White Ea-

gle's hallways. This wonderful program intro-

duces students to artists and these prints.   

 

As an Art Awareness volunteer, you will pick -

up your assigned print packet with information 

and ideas from past presenters, take the 

packet home to review, and then take the 

print into the classroom, discuss the artist 

and print, as well as complete a short fun art 

project. Presentations are done once a month 

from October to May.  Each presentation lasts 

approximately 30 minutes.   Presentations are 

assigned on a rotational basis; the number of 

times you present is dependent upon the num-

ber of volunteers for your child's classroom.

HEALTHY TIPS FOR FLU SEASON  
 

Please remember that Flu Season is comingé 

letõs get through it as healthy as possible! 

 

Here are some reminders:  

 

* Students with a temperature over 

100° must remain home until they are 

free of fever for 24 hours -without 

fever reducing medication (e.g. Tyle-

nol or Motrin.)  

 

* Students need to remain home until 

24 hours have passed since their last 

vomit or diarrhea episode.  

 

* Make sure your student knows to 

cover his/her mouth when coughing 

and nose when sneezing. 

 

* Please allow 24 hours on start of anti-

biotics before returning to school.  

 

* Remind your children that they should 

NOT  share any food or drink with 

other students.  

 

* Encourage proper hand washing with 

soap and water.  

 

* Please keep your student home from 

school if you feel they are sick.
